Proceed to visit Le Artisan D’Angkor – a handicraft center 
where handicapped people by landmine are trained the skills for carving, weaving and sculpturing. There are various 
of souvenir products are made and sold here. The school is run by the French NGO and purchasing the products 
from here is like helping and supporting the disabled people and their families. Next, proceed to Wat Bo which 
founded in the 18th century, A large, highly respected pagoda contains very unique wall paintings of the Reamker 
(Ramajana) that are said to be late 19th century. Afternoon visit Wat Thmei (Killing Field) contains a unique glass-
walled stupa containing the bones of victims of the Khmer Rouge. Some of the bones were recovered from a nearby 
well while others are the remains of soldiers who died on a nearby battlefield. Then, transfer to enjoy the view of 
Sunset over Angkor Wat on the top of the Bakheng hill. Lunch and dinner will be served at local restaurant. Overnight 
at Siem Reap.
